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Although the economic consequences of terrorism have been an object of study long before 9/11, it is after the attacks against the Twin Towers and the Pentagon that it has attracted a major attention both by academics and policy makers, and the recent attacks of Mumbay have once again brought into people’s mind the importance of the terrorist phenomenon.
Spain has a long experience in the struggle against terrorism, but it has not been after the Madrid bombings (3/11) that a “Chair of the Economics of Terrorism” was created. The paper proposed summarizes the results of several research projects carried out since then by the Chair, studying the Spanish experience in comparison with that of other countries who have suffered terrorist attacks. The topics to be covered are:
· Terrorism as a sort of economic war

· The direct and indirect costs of terrorist attacks: myths and reality
· Changes in consumer’s reaction after terrorist bombings: an international comparison
