AN EXPLANATION OF THEPOVERTY AND INEQUALITY DYNAMICS OVER VIOLENCE IN THE SEVEN BIGGEST CITIES IN COLOMBIA: A PANEL DATA ANALYSIS

ABSTRACT

This work, examines the existing evidence for the Colombian case of the effects that the poverty and inequality dynamic has over violence in the seven most important cities of the country. The long and short term implications of successive increments of poverty and inequality on violence are discussed. To this respect, the document offers a description of the main determinants of violence in the cities due to the fact that they are considered important factors of social instability. In order to do this, an approximation using a dynamic panel data analysis was done. Evidence in favour of the hypothesis was found, according to which factors related to inequality, poverty and human capital directly influence violence in the cities, having negative effects on the economic and social development of the country due to their dynamic effects through time and their incidence over society.
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
