Dynamics of Wars

In this paper, we investigate the determinants of conflicts and wars using the Uppsala Conflict Data Program (UCDP) Conflict Termination Dataset 1946-2007. Duration models are applied to analyze the dynamics of both terminated conflicts, and minor and major wars; and conflicts that ended with victories and ceasefires. Single and multi-spell of semi-parametric Cox type of proportional hazard models; Exponential and Weibull types of parametric duration models; and competing risk Cox models are estimated. The findings reveal that both there are some differences between single and multi-spell approaches and between determinants of hazard models where conflict spells end with victory or ceasefire.
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
